Scope of Use

Roof Application

e Suitable with masonry tile, metal tile and profiled
metal roof cladding.

e Suitable for timber or steel framed buildings.

e Can be used on roofs up to and including NZS 3604
Extra High wind zones.

e Self-supporting - Refer to installation guide regarding
underlay support requirements.

e Not suitable for roof pitch less than 3 degrees.

e Will provide some temporary weather protection
during construction (maximum 7 days), same day
coverage recommended.

Wall Application

e Can be used with timber and steel framing, either

direct or in conjunction with an 18mm minimum
drained cavity.

e Suitable with absorbent (e.g. timber, brick or fibre
cement) or non-absorbent wall claddings (e.g. metal
or plastic).

e Suitable with masonry veneer in accordance with
NZBC Acceptable Solution E2/AS1T or NASH Building
Envelope Solutions.

e |s suitable for use in Wind Zones of NZS 3604 up to
and including ‘Very High" when used as a standalone
flexible underlay, and ‘Extra High" when used as a
flexible underlay over a rigid wall underlay.

e |s suitable as an air barrier in unlined wall spaces.

e Will provide some temporary weather protection
during construction (maximum 60 days for wall
application).

General

e |s fire retardant.

e Unaffected by LOSP or other solvent based treated
timber. However, LOSP or other solvent based
treated timber must have sufficient time for the
solvent chemical to flash off in well ventilated area.
Recommended minimum 7 days.

e Tear resistant and strong.

Limitations

e Must NOT be exposed to the weather or UV for
more than 7 days as a roof underlay and 60 days as a
wall underlay.

e Must NOT be used under translucent sheeting.

e Can be used as a roof underlay within the scope
limitations of NZBC Acceptable Solution E2/AST,
Paragraph 1.1, with regards to building height and
floor plan area.

e Or within the scope limitations of NASH Building
Envelope Solutions, Paragraph 1.1 for steel framed
buildings.

e Refer BRANZ Appraisal No 651 (2019) and
CodeMark Certificate GM-CM30028 for full details.

e CodeMark Certification only covers roof application.

Wall Application

e Can be used as a wall underlay within the scope
limitations of NZBC Acceptable Solution E2/AS1,
Paragraph 1.1, with regards to building height and
floor plan area.

e Or within the scope limitations of NASH Building
Envelope Solutions, Paragraph 1.1 for steel framed
buildings.

Flammability Index

Thermakraft Covertek 407 Underlay has an AS 1530
Part 2 Flammability Index of not greater than 5 and
therefore meets the requirements of NZBC Acceptable
Solutions C/AS2, Paragraph 4.17.8 b), for the surface
finish requirements of suspended flexible fabric used as
an underlay to exterior cladding that is exposed to view
in occupied spaces.

Control of Condensation

In climatic regions where condensation risks are high, Skillion and Warm Roof Construction are particularly
such as cold or high humidity areas, care needs to be sensitive to moisture accumulation and the design
taken in specifying the correct design and installation to and installation of roof construction needs to take into
prevent moisture build-up in the roof cavities. account the higher condensation risks.
